
 

 CARSON VALLEY QUILT GUILD SHOW  
JUNE 9 & 10, 2012  
ENTRY RULES  
1. You may enter any of the quilts you, or you, with another person have finished after June 
2010.  

2. The entry fee is $5.00 for 1 or 2 quilts. Non-Members $35.00 for up to two quilts. CVQG 
Members may enter the Challenge quilt as a third entry.  

3. There is no fee for entering the Challenge quilt “My Favorite Things”.  

4. If you want any quilt judged, the cost will be an additional $5.00 per quilt. Ribbons/prizes 
will be awarded at the discretion of the judge. No tied (except crazy quilts), kits, block of the 
month (unless different fabric chosen or otherwise significantly altered by quilter) quilts will 
be eligible for cash prizes. Exception is Youth or Roll-the-dice category.  

5. Two color photos (4” x 6” only) must be provided for each quilt. On the back of the photo, 
put your name, phone number, the name of the quilt and the quilt dimensions.  

6. Entry forms must be filled out completely and signed. One form per quilt. Please make two 
(2) additional copies of the form to use for each entry. You need to have one form pinned to 
your quilt (s) when you bring them to us on June 3rd and 4th. (See #8 for more information). 
The other form(s) will be your claim check(s) to pick-up your quilts at the end of the show.

o Checks for entry and judging must be included with entry form. Credit cards are not 
acceptable.  
8. All quilts must have a 4 inch finished sleeve sewn onto the back at the top of the quilt. 
Your sleeve must meet these requirements in order to accommodate show frames. Non-
compliance with these requirements may result in elimination. Pin (safety pins only, please) a 
copy of the entry form to the sleeve at the right hand corner (looking from the front).  

9. No Entries will be accepted before February 1, 2012. Final deadline for entries is Friday, 
April 20, 2012.  

10. Quilts are to be delivered on:  
 
Sunday, June 3, 2012, from 1pm to 4pm  
Monday, June 4, 2012, from 1pm to 4 pm  
11. On those days you may deliver all quilts (both judged and non-judged) to either

12. If you are mailing quilts to the show, you are responsible for mailing costs to and from the 
show. A return pre-paid shipping label must be included with entry. Quilts must be received 
no later than June 1, 2012, and no sooner than May 28, 2012.  

 



13. Quilts must be mailed to: Fran Solomon (address above)  

14. Insurance is the sole responsibility of the entrant. CVQG assumes no liability for the loss or 
damage to the quilts. CVQG will take every precaution to protect your items.  

15. Quilts will be ready for pick up Sunday, June 10, 2012, after the show and take down at 
Carson High School. The entry committee will have the quilts organized by last name. We will 
need time to put a packet with each quilt. (Judge’s comments, ribbons etc…) Quilts will be 
handed to you by a runner to facilitate a smooth finish. Please have a copy of your entry form 
ready for verification. If all runs smoothly we will be able to release quilts by 5:45pm.  

16. If you made arrangements for your quilt to be mailed, the entry committee will complete 
this activity within 10 days of the end of the show using the return label/postage and container 
that you included with the quilt entry. (see #12 above)

* Mixed media uses more than one method of construction where at least two (2) methods are predominant. Mixed media 
can also include embroidery, embellishment, painting, printing, thread play IF they are predominant in the quilt.  
** Art categories must be completely original work of the quilter. Multiple paneled quilts must be mounted on black fabric 
which has a sleeve. Top half of quilt should be sewn securely to black fabric with bottom of quilt loose for judging. These quilts 
are considered one entry and eligible for one prize. Measurements apply to entire ensemble.
