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I had a request for two things, black and white with turquoise, and pinwheels, 

so I set out to find something that would work for both requests.  This turned 

out to be quite fun, and gives a lot of movement to a quilt. 

 

Half-square triangles are all this block consists of.  Use black and white 

fabrics, along with turquoise in the places indicated on the instructions.  In my 

sample I found in my stash, a very light turquoise for the white placement.  

Please use a very pale light turquoise in the white placement or a white on 

white.  No other colors should be used in that placement. 

 

The turquoise should be a medium or medium-dark value and finally the black 

with white should read the darkest value. 

 

The blocks and simple sets will be posted each month on the Carson Valley
